There are several new policies and formats for the old policies that will take place this paddle season.  PLEASE TAKE NOTE!

***NEW PRIME TIME COURT RESERVATION POLICY***

Due to the fabulous problem of an abundance of prime time court demand, the Picket Post Board has approved a new policy regarding prime time court reservations. 

Weekday reservations can only be made for these time slots:  

5:30 – 7:00

7:00 – 8:30

8:30 – 10:00

This will enable NINE different groups of four people to have prime time court time on every day of the week.  The court reservation sheets will reflect this change, and half hour time slots will not be available around these blocks of time.

KEYS:  The Paddle Hut is different every season.  This Key will open both the Hut and Bradford House for use of the restrooms.  You will need to purchase a Paddle Hut Key through Dianne in the Picket Post Main Office, or you can purchase a key through Gwen at any of the October Special Events or Socials.  $5 per key.

ROUND ROBIN FORMATS:  Beginning October 20, every Tuesday night will be Picket Post Round Robin night.  The Women will play on two courts from 5:30 – 7:00, and the Men will play on two courts from 7:00 – 8:30.  These Round Robins will be staffed with either a pro, or a tournament player who will facilitate the rotations and play in if needed.  Bring a buck for balls.

DROP IN CLINICS: Beginning later in October, Gwen will run drop-in clinics for men and women.  Fees are determined based on number of participants and a $60/hour rate.  Four people = $15 a person.  Six people = $10 a person.
