Picket Post Paddle Snow Removal Policy
In the event there is an accumulation of two or more inches of snow, Gwen Carpenter will notify John Armenio (484-213-5210) to come to the paddle courts and shovel the courts and sidewalk and deck to the Hut.  In the event Gwen is out of town, she will notify Barbara Massaro who will be the contact person for Mr. Armenio.
If there is snowfall in a lesser amount, club members themselves are asked to remove the snow from the courts and walkway areas.

Snow removal equipment and brooms will be stored in a bin outside of the hut as soon as possible.  Please refrain from bringing shovels and brooms inside the hut.

Important Information regarding how to remove the snow:
· Plastic snow shovels ONLY will be used.  
· If there is an inch or less of snow, brooms may be more effective.
· The snow boards at the bottom of the paddle screens hinge outwardly.  To release the boards, keep the board vertical to the ground, and lift the board straight up to get it off its holding bar.  Then it will swing out very easily.  Snow can be shoveled or swept out under those boards and onto the grass where possible.
· Be sure the boards are re-positioned on their holding bars when you are finished shoveling.
· Salt of any kind is strictly FORBIDDEN on the court surfaces.  Salt may be used on the walkway ramp, cement sidewalk, and wooden steps and porches.
· The heaters will not melt away snow that is more than a dusting.  Heaters are for prevention of icing, not removal of snow.  Always sweep or shovel lying snow.
